Different viewpoints of Eschatology

1. Historical Premillennialism

The belief that Christians will remain on eath during the Great Tribulation.
The tribulation will purify the Churches by rooting out false believers.

Christ returns prior to the millennium.

Belief that Christians have replaced God’s covenant people of Israel.

Earliest belief system for eschatology.






Different viewpoints of Eschatology

3. Dispensational Premillennialism
Belief that Jesus will come back to earth after a seven-year tribulation and will
rule during a thousand-year millennium of peace on earth.

The Jewish people will have their land fully restored. (King Solomon borders)
The Rapture removes Christiansfrom the earth before the tribulation begins.

Some DP Christians believe rapture midway through the Tribulation.
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Different viewpoints of Eschatology

4. Post millennialism

Postmillennialsim is the belief that the second coming of
Christ will occur after the millennium. Some believe that
Satan will be bound for 1000 years and the “Church” will
recognize its fullness of power through the Holy Spirit.

The Church will establish God’s Kingdom on earth ushering
in the golden age.
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1 Corinthians 15:52
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2 Thessalonians 2:7

Revelation 1:12-15
